Grand Master  Inki  Kim is  Pres ident  and Regis tered  Agent ,  and Joy Kim is  Vice  Pres ident  of  American Tukong 

LLC and JNI  LLC and are  the  owners  of  the  proper t ies  located  a t  Tax Map 102-1 ((1))  79A and 102-1 ((1))  79B.  

As such,  they request  approval  of  a  Specia l  Except ion Appl ica t ion to  permit  const ruct ion of  a  school  of  specia l  

educat ion for  a  Tae  Kwon Do s tudio  wi th  an  enrol lment  of  less  than 100 s tudents  dai ly  and a  waiver  of  

minimum lot  s ize /area  for  Lot  79B.  The appl icants  current ly  opera te  American Tukong Black Bel t  Academy 

located  a t  6319 Richmond Highway in  the  Kings  Cross ing Shopping Center  and have opera ted  the  Academy for  

over  10  years .  The shopping center  wi l l  soon be  redeveloped and wi th  th is  in  mind,  the  appl icants  purchased 

the  vacant  proper t ies  noted above wi th  the  hope of  const ruct ing a  bui ld ing to  house  thei r  school .  Addi t ional ly  

the  appl icants  reques t  approval  of  a  waiver  of  minimum lot  s ize /area  for  Lot  79B.  Lot  79B is  zoned C-8 and is  

current ly  18,822 square  fee t  in  s ize .  The C-8 Dis t r ic t  requires  a  minimum lot  a rea  of  40 ,000 square  fee t .  

Site and Surrounding Properties 

The proposed s i te  of  the  school  ( the  proper ty)  consis ts  of  two lots  located  approximate ly  300 fee t  south  of  

Fordson Road on the  eas t  s ide  of  Richmond Highway (Rt .  1 . )  Lot  79B f ronts  on  Rt .  1 ,  i s  zoned C-8 and is  18 ,822 

square  fee t  in  s ize .  Adjacent  Lot  79A is  zoned R-2 and is  19 ,959 square  fee t  in  s ize  for  a  to ta l  bui ld ing lo t  s ize  

of  38 ,781 square  fee t .  Based on Comprehensive  Plan language,  Lot  79B is  p lanned for  commercia l  uses  and 

Lot  79A is  p lanned for  res ident ia l  uses  a t  5-8  dwel l ing uni ts  per  acre .  Both  lo ts  a re  vacant  and have not  been 

ass igned addresses  as  of  th is  t ime.  The lo ts  a re  most ly  covered wi th  deciduous  t rees ,  v ines  and scrubby 

Lots  surrounding the  subject  proper ty  consis t  of  Lot  84  to  the  nor th ,  zoned C-8 and current ly  under  s i te  p lan  

review for  a  commercia l  use .  Lot  81  to  the  nor theas t ,  zoned R-2 and developed wi th  a  s ingle  family  detached 

dwel l ing.  Lot  78A to  the  eas t ,  zoned R-2 and developed wi th  a  p lace  of  worship .  To the  south  are  lo ts  zoned 

R-8,  developed wi th  s ingle  family  a t tached dwel l ings ,  townhomes.  Direct ly  to  the  west  is  Rt .  1  with  the  Hybla  

Plaza  Shopping Center  located  on the  west  s ide  of  Rt .  1 .  

The new bui ld ing for  the  American Tukong Black Bel t  Academy is  proposed to  be  const ructed  as  a  one-s tory  

bui ld ing wi th  a  ful l  ce l lar  ( see  bui ld ing e levat ions)  and an FAR of  0 .20.  The f i rs t  f loor  wi l l  be  3 ,991 square  fee t  

wi th  the  cel lar  a  s imi lar  s ize .  The bui ld ing wi l l  be  located  a t  the  rear  center  of  the  s i te  wi th  23 parking spaces  

adjacent  to  the  Rt .  1  frontage .  The f i rs t  f loor  wi l l  conta in  the  Tae Kwon Do s tudio  where  most  c lasses  are  held .  

The lower  level  wi l l  conta in  space  for  a  s tudy area ,  off ices  and play  area  as  wel l  as  smal ler  c lassroom spaces .  A 

door  on the  lower  level  wi l l  lead  to  an  outdoor  fenced play  area  a t  the  rear  of  the  bui ld ing where  s tudents  can 

spend t ime outs ide  between c lasses .

Site Layout 
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Transi t ional  screening is  required  between the  s i te  and the  res ident ia l  proper t ies  on Lot  81  and a long the  

southern  boundary  adjacent  to  the  townhomes.  The appl icant  i s  reques t ing approval  of  a  two th i rds  reduct ion 

of  the  screening area  by providing a  seven foot  ta l l  wal l  in  addi t ion  to  a lmost  e ight  and a  hal f  fee t  of  p lanted  

space .  An archi tec tura l  drawing of  the  wal l  i s  inc luded wi th  the  bui ld ing e levat ion.  In  addi t ion  to  the  

t rans i t ional  screening areas ,  most  of  the  open spaces  on s i te  wi l l  be  planted to  visual ly  enhance the  s i te  and 

provide  addi t ional  screening.  

Eighty-nine  fee t  of  f rontage  wil l  be  dedicated  for  publ ic  s t ree t  purposes .  This  meets  the  comprehensive  plan  

recommendat ion for  the  area  as  reques ted  by the  Fair fax  County  Depar tment  of  Transpor ta t ion .  

Explanation of Use 

The Tae Kwon Do (TKD) school  wi l l  cont inue  to  opera te  under  the  name of  American Tukong Black Bel t  

Academy.  Grand Master  Inki  Kim wi l l  be  the  head ins t ructor  and Ms.  Joy Kim wil l  be  an  ins t ructor  and the  

opera t ing manager  of  the  Academy.  

Before and After School Programs -  Monday through Fr iday the  school  opera tes  a  before  school  program,  

wi th  parents  dropping chi ldren a t  the  s i te ,  and an  af ter  school  TKD program.  Three  minivans  are  used to  

t ranspor t  chi ldren to  and f rom surrounding publ ic /pr ivate  schools  in  the  morning and af ternoon.  Schools  

served include the  e lementary  schools  of  Hol in  Meadow,  Groveton,  Hybla  Val ley ,  Bel levue,  For t  Hunt ,  

S t ra t ford  Landing,  Washington Mil l ,  Woodley Hil l ,  Rivers ide ,  Woodlawn,  Mt .  Vernon,  Mt .  Eagle ,  Cameron,  

Rosehi l l ,  Clermont ,  Hayf ie ld ,  Is land Creek,  Waynewood,  St .  Louis  and Aquinas  Montessor i ,  and the  middle  

schools  of  Mark Twain ,  Hayf ie ld  and Sandburg.  Star t ing  a t  6 :30 am,  chi ldren are  dropped off  a t  the  s i te  and 

take  par t  in  morning Karate  Fun.  There  are  approximate ly  40 chi ldren in  the  morning program with  s tudents  

ar r iv ing a t  the  s i te  be tween 6:30 and 8:00 am.  The minivans  are  then used to  take  chi ldren to  thei r  

surrounding schools  wi th  the  f i rs t  minivan leaving the  s i te  around 7:50 am.  After  school ,  the  minivans  are  

used to  br ing chi ldren f rom those  schools  to  TKD c lasses  which are  held  between 4:30 pm and 6:50 pm.  The 

maximum af ter  school  c lass  s ize  is  35  wi th  a  maximum of  60  chi ldren on s i te  in  the  af ternoon,  approximate ly  

40  of  which are  the  same s tudents  who a t tended the  before  school  program.  The major i ty  of  s tudents  taking 

c lasses  in  the  af ternoon arr ive  a t  the  s i te  v ia  the  minivans ,  though a  few may be  dropped off  by  parents .  Pas t  

pract ices  show that  between 4:30 and 6:00 pm,  most  chi ldren came direc t ly  f rom school  in  the  minivans ,  wi th  

some new chi ldren dropped off  on  s i te  for  the  6:00 pm class .  

Dur ing the  t ime a  par t icular  chi ld  i s  not  in  TKD class ,  space  on the  lower  level  wi l l  be  avai lable  for  them to  

s tudy and socia l ize .  P ickup of  chi ldren takes  place  throughout  the  af ternoon based on c lass  and parent  

schedules ,  wi th  a l l  ch i ldren picked up by 7 :00 pm.  In  addi t ion ,  the  school  offers  a  home drop-off  service ,  us ing 

the  minivans  to  take  chi ldren home.  Approximate ly  60% of  s tudents  take  advantage  of  the  home drop-off  

service .  
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The las t  c lass  of  the  day is  he ld  between 7:00 and 7:50 pm in  the  evening wi th  a  maximum enrol lment  of  20  

s tudents .  Seven pm classes  a re  specia l ized c lasses ,  some for  only  adul ts  and some for  only  black bel t  s tudents  

or  for  sparr ing.  

A maximum of  f ive  ins t ructors  a re  on s i te  a t  any one  t ime.  Clean-up of  the  bui ld ing s tar ts  fo l lowing the  7:00 

pm class  wi th  a l l  ins t ructors  leaving the  s i te  by 8 :30 pm.  A waiver  of  the  loading space  is  be ing reques ted  

because  al l  mater ia ls  a re  brought  to  the  s i te  by the  owners  and ins t ructors  and no large  del iver ies  a re  made to  

the  s i te .  

Saturday Program -  Saturday c lasses  s tar t  a t  9 :00 am with  the  las t  c lass  of  the  day s tar t ing  a t  1 :00 pm.  These  

c lasses  inc lude specia l ized c lasses  such as  Black Bel t  c lasses ,  c lasses  for  chi ldren under  school  age ,  pr ivate  

lessons  and pr ivate  events  l ike  b i r thday par t ies .  A maximum of  35  s tudents  per  c lass  a t tend Saturday c lasses ,  

though c lasses  for  pr ivate  s tudents  conta in  a  much smal ler  number .  The pr ivate  events  are  for  s tudents  only  -

space  is  not  rented  to  the  genera l  publ ic .  Pr ivate  events  usual ly  end by 4:00 pm.  

Summer Camp -  The Academy also  offers  a  summer  camp program for  chi ldren ages  4  to  14.  Camp opera tes  

Monday through Fr iday f rom 6:30 am to  6:30 pm.  Act iv i t ies  inc lude Tae  Kwon Do c lasses ,  reading,  wr i t ing  and 

ar ts  & craf ts  on-s i te ,  and off -s i te  f ie ld  t r ips  such as  swimming,  bowling,  movies ,  rock c l imbing,  horseback r id ing 

and paint  bal l .  Parents  provide  lunch and snacks  so  there  is  no  one-s i te  food prepara t ion,  though a  microwave 

may be  avai lable  for  warming food.  Camp s ize  is  a  maximum of  60  s tudents  per  day,  wi th  s tudents  coming 

e i ther  three  or  f ive  days  per  week.  Morning drop-off  i s  spread out  between 6:30 am and 10:30 am.  Parents  

may pick up s tudents  a t  the  end of  the  day or  take  advantage  of  the  home drop-off  service .  

Conformance of the proposed School of Special Education with Sections 9-006 (General Standards), 9-304 

(Standards for all Category 3 Uses) and 9-310 (Additional Standards for Private Schools of General Education 

& Private Schools of Special Education) of the Zoning Ordinance 

The request  of  the  American Tukong Black Bel t  Academy for  approval  of  a  Specia l  Except ion Appl ica t ion is  in  

conformance wi th  the  above referenced Sect ions  of  the  Zoning Ordinance  as  fo l lows:  

Sect. 9-006 - General Standards 

General Standard 1 requires  tha t  the  use  be  in  harmony wi th  the  adopted comprehensive  plan .  Based on 

Comprehensive  Plan language Lot  79B is  p lanned for  commercia l  uses  and Lot  79A is  p lanned for  

res ident ia l  uses  a t  5-8  dwel l ing uni ts  per  acre .  The proposed school  wi l l  be  in  a  commercia l  bui ld ing,  but  one  

s tory  in  he ight  wi th  a  low prof i le  and a  smal l  footpr in t  of  only  3 ,991 square  fee t ,  smal ler  than both  the  

dwel l ing located  on Lot  81  and the  church located  on Lot  78A.  Extens ive  screening and landscaping wi l l  
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surround the  bui ld ing to  visual ly  enhance the  s i te  and provide  buffer ing between i t  and surrounding uses .  

Therefore ,  the  proposed use  wi l l  be  in  harmony wi th  the  comprehensive  plan .  

General Standards 2 and 3 requires  tha t  the  use  be  in  harmony wi th  the  genera l  purpose  and in tent  of  the  

zoning dis t r ic t  regula t ions  and that  the  use  be  harmonious  wi th  and not  adverse ly  af fec t  the  development  of  

ne ighbor ing proper t ies  in  accordance  wi th  zoning dis t r ic t  regula t ions  and the  comprehensive  plan .  The 

proposed school  bui ld ing wi l l  meet  a l l  zoning dis t r ic t  regula t ions .  I t  wi l l  s i t  toward the  rear  of  the  proper ty  

adjacent  to  the  church,  a  non-res ident ia l  use  on s imi lar ly  zoned proper ty .  A masonry wal l  wi l l  screen the  

bui ld ing f rom res ident ia l  uses  to  the  south  and nor theas t ,  wi th  extens ive  landscaping provided in  open space  

areas  on s i te .  The bui ld ing wi l l  be  one  s tory  and smal l  sca le ,  smal ler  even than the  church and the  home 

located  on Lot  81 .  A commercia l  use  is  proposed on Lot  84  to  the  nor th ,  the  s i te  p lan  of  which depic ts  a  

commercia l  bui ld ing and parking lo t  adjacent  to  Rt .  1 .  The school  bui ld ing wi l l  b lend seamless ly  wi th  

surrounding uses  and wil l  not  h inder  or  d iscourage the  cont inued uses  or  poss ib le  change in  

uses /development  of  surrounding land.  

General Standard 4 requires  tha t  the  proposed use  be  such that  pedes t r ian  and vehicular  t raf f ic  to  the  use  wi l l  

not  be  hazardous  or  conf l ic t  wi th  the  t raf f ic  in  the  neighborhood.  Access  to  the  s i te  wi l l  be  via  a  commercia l  

ent rance  di rec t ly  f rom Rt .  1 .  Dedicat ion of  s i te  f rontage  wi l l  be  provided as  required  by the  Plan and wil l  

provide  area  for  the  future  expansion of  Rt .  1 .  Chi ldren wi l l  be  dropped off  in  the  morning on a  s taggered t ime 

schedule  and three  minivans  wi l l  t ranspor t  chi ldren to  area  schools  and then back to  the  s i te  af ter  school .  

Pick-up of  chi ldren f rom the  s i te  in  the  af ternoon wil l  be  spread out  between 4:30 pm and 7:00 pm based on 

c lass  and parent  schedules .  Addi t ional ly ,  home drop-off  of  chi ldren is  of fered both  dur ing the  school  year  and 

summer  camp,  fur ther  cut t ing  down on vehic le  t r ips  to  and f rom the  s i te .  Vehicular  t raf f ic  to  and f rom the  s i te  

wi l l  be  spread out  to  an extent  tha t  i t  wi l l  not  conf l ic t  wi th  exis t ing  t raf f ic  in  the  neighborhood and therefore ,  

the  proposed use  meets  th is  s tandard .  

General Standard 5 requires  tha t  landscaping and screening be  in  accordance  wi th  the  provis ions  of  Art ic le  13  

of  the  Zoning Ordinance .  Per iphera l  and parking lo t  landscaping wi l l  be  provided to  meet  the  requirements  of  

the  Ordinance .  A modif ica t ion of  t rans i t ional  screening is  depic ted  on the  pla t  and a  2 /3rds  screening 

reduct ion is  permit ted  by Art ic le  13  when a  block wal l  i s  provided.  The areas  adjacent  to  the  s ingle  family  

home on Lot  81  and the  townhomes south  of  the  s i te  wi l l  be  provided wi th  a  wal l  

( shown on the  e levat ion plan)  and a lmost  8  % feet  of  p lanted  area .  In  addi t ion ,  extens ive  landscaping wi l l  

surround the  bui ld ing to  fur ther  screen and enhance the  s i te .  Therefore ,  the  provis ions  of  Art ic le  13  wil l  be  

met .  

General Standard 6 requires  open space  to  be  provided equivalent  to  that  speci f ied  for  the  zoning dis t r ic t  in  

which the  use  is  located .  There  is  no  open space  requirement  for  the  R-2 por t ion of  the  s i te .  Fi f teen percent  

is  required  for  the  C-8 por t ion and 20% is  provided.  
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General Standard 7 and 8 require  adequate  ut i l i ty ,  dra inage,  parking,  loading and o ther  necessary  fac i l i t ies  be  

provided and that  any s ign on s i te  meet  the  provis ions  of  Art ic le  12  of  the  Ordinance .  The Specia l  Except ion 

Pla t  depic ts  the  provis ion of  adequate  fac i l i t ies .  The Fire  Marshal ' s  Off ice  has  reviewed the  pla t  and 

determined that  the  ent rance  locat ion wi th  the  parking lo t  conf igura t ion (a  T-conf igura t ion)  meets  the i r  

requirement  for  f i re  access .  Based on the  maximum number  of  spaces  required  for  60  chi ldren on s i te  a t  one  

t ime and f ive  ins t ructors ,  23  parking spaces  are  required  and provided.  A waiver  of  the  required  loading space  

is  reques ted  as  the  appl icant  s ta tes  tha t  there  are  typical ly  no  del iver ies  to  the  s i te  and suppl ies  are  

t ranspor ted  to  the  s i te  via  ins t ructor ' s  vehic les .  Exis t ing  and proposed ut i l i t ies  a re  shown on the  pla t  and 

dra inage wil l  be  provided via  an  underground faci l i ty  in  the  parking lo t .  Eighty-nine  fee t  of  the  s i te  f rontage  is  

shown to  be  dedicated  for  fu ture  expansion of  Rt .  1 .  A note  on the  pla t  indica tes  tha t  any proposed s ign wi l l  

be  meet  Zoning Ordinance  requirements  and an approved s ign permit  wi l l  be  obta ined pr ior  to  ins ta l la t ion .  

Therefore ,  S tandards  7  and 8  wil l  be  met .  

Sect. 9-304 - Standards for Category 3 Uses 

Standard 1  i s  not  appl icable .  

Standards 2 and 3 require  tha t  a l l  uses  comply wi th  the  lo t  s ize  and bulk  regula t ions  of  the  zoning dis t r ic t  in  

which they are  located .  The minimum lot  s ize  for  an  R-2 lo t  i s  18 ,000 square  fee t ,  which Lot  79A meets .  The 

minimum lot  s ize  for  a  C-8 lo t  i s  40 ,000 square  fee t .  Though current ly  Lot  79B does  not  meet  th is  s ize ,  and a  

waiver  is  reques ted ,  the  lo t  was  created  legal ly ,  so  did  meet  the  requirements  in  p lace  a t  the  t ime i t  was  

created .  There  is  no  minimum lot  s ize  required  for  a  specia l  except ion use ,  however  the  s i te  is  a lmost  an  acre  

in  s ize  and is  la rge  enough that  the  a l lowed FAR can be  achieved wi th  (as  noted in  Genera l  S tandards  7  and 8  

above)  dra inage,  u t i l i t ies  and parking provided.  The proposed bui ld ing does  meet  the  bulk  regula t ions  of  the  

Ordinance .  

Standard 4 i s  not  appl icable .  

Standard 5 s ta tes  tha t  the  use  shal l  be  subject  to  the  provis ions  of  Art ic le  17, Si te  Plans .  The appl icant  i s  

aware  tha t  th is  i s  a  County  requirement  pr ior  to  any const ruct ion on s i te .  
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Sect. 9-310 - Additional Standards 

Standard 1 is not  appl icable .  

Standard 2 al lows the  Board of  Supervisors  to  se t  the  minimum lot  a rea  for  a  pr ivate  school  in  addi t ion  to  that  

required  by the  Ordinance .  The appl icant  bel ieves  tha t  the  a lmost  acre  provided for  the  use  is  more  than 

adequate  to  accommodate  the  bui ld ing,  parking,  screening and outdoor  areas  needed for  the  use .  

Standard 3 refers  to  Par .  2  and 3  of  Sect .  309 of  the  Ordinance  which reference  tha t  d i rec t  access  to  the  s i te  

must  be  to  a  publ ic  s t ree t  of  suff ic ient  s ize  to  accommodate  pedes t r ian  and vehicular  t raf f ic  to  and f rom the  

use ,  and that  the  use  wi l l  be  located  to  permit  p ick-up and del ivery  of  a l l  persons  on the  s i te .  Access  to  the  

s i te  wi l l  be  via  d i rec t  access  f rom Rt .  1 ,  which is  an  ar ter ia l  roadway.  The parking lo t  i s  des igned to  Publ ic  

Faci l i t ies  Manual  (PFM) s tandards  and provides  adequate  parking spaces  and t ravel  a is les .  Therefore ,  th is  

s tandard  is  met .  

Additional Requirements 

As far  as  the  appl icant  is  aware ,  the  proposed use  wi l l  not  genera te ,  u t i l ize ,  s tore ,  t rea t  or  d ispose  of  any 

hazardous  or  toxic  substances  as  se t  for th  in  Ti t le  40 ,  Code of  Federa l  Regula t ions ,  Par ts  116.4 ,  302.4  and 355;  

a l l  hazardous  waste  as  se t  for th  in  Virginia  Depar tment  of  Environmenta l  Qual i ty  Hazardous  Waste  

Management  Regula t ions ;  and/or  pet ro leum products  as  def ined in  Ti t le  40 ,  Code of  Federa l  Regula t ions  Par t  

280.  However ,  in  the  fu ture  i f  any such substances  are  ut i l ized,  s tored,  t rea ted ,  and/or  d isposed in  

conjunct ion the  use  and maintenance  of  the  proposed bui ld ing and grounds ,  i t  wi l l  be  done in  accordance  wi th  

the  regula t ions .
